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@D Two rural communities si-
tuated on the Romanian-Hunga-
rian border provide an example
of smooth cooperation when con-
fronted with the same challenge:
the management of emergency
response services in case of fire.
This is the story of two com-
munes: Valcani (Romania) and
Foldeak (Hungary).

Around 36,900 persons who
are living in the area of Valcani
- Dudestii Vechi - Sannicolau
Mare (Timis county) - Foldeak
- Ofdldeak - Kiszombor - Pit-
varos - Kiralyhegyes - Apatfalva
- Csanadpalota - Magyarcsanad
(Csongrad county) were vulnera-
ble in case they were confronted
with household fires, a quite fre-
quent phenomenon in rural com-
munities. Due to the commitment
of local authorities in Valcani and
Foldeak, the two communities and
the neighbouring villages benefit
from an improved infrastructure
for the volunteer-based emergen-
cy services.

Through the Interreg V-A Roma-
nia-Hungary Programme, the two
partners were able to absorb EU
funds amounting to 369,028 EUR
to procure two fire engines and
protection equipment for the
firefighters. The project was fina-
lised on December 31, 2019, and it
included training courses for 65
firefighters and information se-
minars for children and parents.
Moreover, the two volunteer-
based intervention units in case
of emergency situations also
organized joint drills in order to
improve their level of prepared-
ness.

The two parties have signed an
agreement which allows joint in-
tervention in special cases, that

might occur in the border area.
“The cooperation agreement
concluded by the two partners
relies on a joint strategy for inter-
vention in case of emergency oc-
curring in the cross-border area.
For the future, the two volunteer-
based units aim to continue their
exchange of experience through
meetings organized on both sides
of the border”, states Mrs. Adina
Galu, the deputy mayor of Valcani
commune.

In the past, devastating floods re-
sulted in serious damages on both
sides of the border. In Romania
alone, the 1970 floods which hit the
North-Western part of the coun-
try had seriously affected more
than 1,500 communities. That year,
in May, the water of Mures river
reached the highest level in the
history of measurement, threate-
ning Arad city. Fifty years later, the
inhabitants in the cross-border
area are ready to face any whim-
sy weather together. Although the
flood might never strike again, no
one should take a bet against such
odds... Thanks to the FORMURES
project, the Water Administration
of Mures River Basin in Romania

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tian Bratanovici, Director of the
Water Administration of Mures
River Basin, explains the need
for this project: “On the Romani-
an section of the Mures river, on
the Pecica-Vladimirescu defence
line, there was a risk of flood-
ing the town of Arad, as a result
of continuous degradation of the
embankment and of the erosion
process occurring on the shores
of the Mures. Also, the degrada-
tion occurring in the pump station
from Mako is increasing the flood
risks associated with the Mako
area.”

As regards the investment in Arad,
“the works were initiated following
the design of the technical docu-
mentation and after receiving the
required permits”, stated Mr. Cris-
tian Bratanovici. A lot more is still
to be done; nevertheless, the pro-
ject is about to become a success-
ful one.

Due to this project, people living
along of the border have one more
reason to feel safe in their own
homes. Starting with autumn 2020,
more than 323,000 persons will
benefit from improved protection
measures against floods.

\31' Common needs, identified
on both sides of the border area,
bring communities together, in or-
der to jointly tackle these shared
challenges, using a cross-border
perspective. This is the case of the
firefighters from Bihor and Hajdi-
Bihar counties, who managed to
establish a close and long-lasting
cooperation in the field of risk pre-
vention and disaster management.
In 2008, the representatives of the
newly established “Unit for Assis-

tance in Special Situations — SAR-
TISS” managed to win EU funding
in order to build a training centre
for firefighters in Bihor county. Si-
tuated in Santion village, the cen-
tre occupied 5,000 sq. m. and had
areas reserved for training cour-
ses and practical exercises. More
than ten years later, the initiators
of this project identified the need
to extend the building and bring in
a partner from the neighbouring
country, Hungary.
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Through the Interreg V-A Roma-
nia-Hungary Programme, project
CROSSRISK managed to access
ERDF funding amounting to more
than 1 million EUR in order to de-
liver an integrated centre, the
main goal of which is to improve
cooperation over disaster and risk
management in the Bihor - Ha-
jda-Bihar Euroregion.

“We wanted to have a centre that
allows training of firefighters from

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all points of view. The Romanian
side is responsible for the seek and
rescue and the firefighting compo-
nent, while the Hungarian side is
responsible for the search of de-
bris and interventions in case of
chemical and biological hazards.
The two components are combined
and the resultis a complete centre”
told us Mr. Hadrian Borcea, MD, the
president of the association.

On the Romanian side, the centre
will be extended by using a number
of modular structures procured
from the Netherlands. These will
allow the firefighters to under-
stand the dynamics of the flames,
to organize fire extinguishing drills
and to execute search missions.
The structures will be delivered
starting from April this year and
the centre is scheduled for inaugu-
ration in the following months. The
firefighters from the two counties
will be trained together, especial-
ly that during the previous year

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over a period of 4-5 months, they
all took part in foreign language
courses: the Hungarian firefighters
learned Romanian, while the Ro-
manian firefighters were trained in
using Hungarian language.

Situ-
atin satul Santion, centrul se intin-
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dea pe o suprafata de 5.000 mp si
beneficia de spatii de cursuri si de
pregatire practica. La circa 10 ani
distanta, initiatorii proiectului au
identificat nevoia extinderii aces-
tuia si cooptarii unui partener din
tara vecina, Ungaria.

Prin Programul Interreg V-A Ro-
mania-Ungaria, proiectul CROSS-

FEDR de peste 1 milion de euro
pentru realizarea unui centru in-
tegrat, care are ca scop principal
imbunatatirea cooperarii in dome-
niul riscurilor si managementului

dezastrelor in zona euroregiunii
Bihor — Hajdu-Bihar.

,Dorinta noastra a fost crearea
unui centru care sa permita instru-
irea pompierilor din toate punc-
tele de vedere.

\31' Being the former coordina-
tor of the rescue teams in Bihor
county following the tragedy in
the Apuseni Mountains in 2014, he
knows what the emergency ser-
vices need in order to be more
effective. Mr. Hadrian Borcea, MD,
chief physician of SMURD Bihor,
managed, with the aid of a num-
ber of funding mechanisms such as
the Interreg V-A Romania-Hungary
Programme, to make a substantial
contribution to the training of fire-
fighters on county level.

How important is the Interreg V-A
Romania-Hungary Programme for
capacity building in terms of res-
ponse to emergencies and natural
disasters in Bihor county?

It is extremely useful from many
points of view. Here we are talking
abouta borderarea, which is highly
sensitive. The border divides, but
atthe same time, it brings together
people on both sides. This union is
based on common interests, risks
and problems that they share. Of-
ten we make use of the aid provi-
ded by our Hungarian neighbours,
because we know that they found a
solution already. These funds allow
for common investments to take
place, such as this joint training
centre for firefighters (author’s

www.interreg-rohu.eu

note - project ROHU 84 “Integrated
approach for improvement of co-
operation in disaster and risk ma-
nagement in the Bihor - Hajd(-Bi-
har Euroregion” project, financed
through the Interreg V-A Roma-
nia-Hungary Programme), that we
have developed in a partnership
with our Hungarian counterparts.
Moreover, new opportunities for
development can be identified.

The challenges are continuously
growing in terms of emergency ser-
vices. What equipment do you still
need in SMURD Bihor in order to
face such challenges?

The training will always represent
a challenge. We will always have
to identify resources. There are
things that we still need on the op-
erational side, and this is where the
second project with cross-border
funds comes into discussion. Bihor
county benefits from 9 million EUR
funding, and | am the coordinator
for activities worth approximately
3 million EUR. We are talking about
a system connecting all hospitals
within Bihor county so that they
can send and store shared infor-
mation. This means that, when-
ever | perform an X-ray in Oradea,
it can be visualised by a doctor in
Beius, or in Marghita as well etc.
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Plus a telehealth system and X-ray
generators for all the big hospitals
in the county, devices that can be
operated remotely. Following the
events in the Apuseni Mountains,
and also some other two-three
events which did not receive me-
dia attention, we came to the con-
clusion that we need to have seek
and rescue capabilities, no matter
the weather conditions. This is why
we decided to procure a high-ca-
pacity drone, that can be operated
remotely from 50 km away. It will
take off from Oradea and in case
someone gets lost, we will be able
to find him or her by using thermal
visions cameras or night-vision ca-
meras with a 4 km range. Moreover,
this drone will allow the firefighters
to identify the fire sources. We fly
the drone up in the air, it captures
any signals and redirects them to
the communication relay, which
distributes the signal to all rescue
workers within a one kilometre ra-
dius.

Which are the daily challenges that
you are confronted with in Emer-
gency Unit Oradea?

We find ourselves in a rather for-
tunate situation, even if we are
the fifth hospital in the country in
terms of emergency department

visits on a daily basis. Last year we
had around 120,000 patients, yet
we keep expanding, with the aid
of a project financed by the World
Bank. We are extending the Emer-
gency Department and we are im-
proving the configuration of the
existing rooms. We have chosen a
more efficient concept, where the
active rooms are arranged follo-
wing to the onion layers’ principle.
This means that the patient gets in
the middle, and all the resources
are placed around him/her. Moreo-
ver, we are the first hospital in the
country introducing the triage sys-
tem. The doctor performs an as-
sessment during the first minutes,
immediately after the patient’s ar-
rival. Practically, we shortened the
waiting time between the arrival
and the first doctor’s assessment
by at least two hours.

\E A coordonat misiunea echipe-
lor de salvare din judetul Bihor
dupa tragedia din Muntii Apuseni,
din 2014 si stie ce-i trebuie servi-
ciului de urgenta pentru a fi mai
eficient. Dr. Hadrian Borcea, medic-
sef SMURD Bihor, a reusit, cu aju-
torul unor mecanisme de finantare
precum Programul Interreg V-A
Romania-Ungaria, sa contribuie
substantial la pregatirea pompie-
rilor din judet.

Cat de important este Programul
Interreg V-A Romania-Ungaria pen-
tru cresterea capacitatii de inter-
ventie in caz de urgente si dezastre
la nivelul judetului Bihor?

Este extrem de util din foarte multe
puncte de vedere. Vorbim de o zona
de granita, o zona extrem de sen-
sibila. Granita separa, dar, in acelasi
timp, uneste oamenii care sunt
de o parte si de alta a ei. Aceasta
uniune se realizeaza prin interese-
le, riscurile si problemele comune
pe care le au. Deseori incercam sa
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apelam la vecinii maghiari pen-
tru ca stim ca ei au gasit o solutie.
Aceste fonduri permit investitii
comune, cum e acest centru co-
mun de instruire a pompierilor
(n.r. Proiectul ROHU-84 "Abordare
integrata pentru Tmbunatatirea
cooperarii in domeniul riscurilor
si managementului dezastrelor in
zona euroregiunii Bihor - Hajd-Bi-
har”, finantat prin Programul Inter-
reg V-A Romania-Ungaria) dezvoltat
de noi in parteneriat cu omologii
maghiari. In plus, se identificd noi
nivele de dezvoltare.

Provocarile sunt tot mai mariin ceea
ce priveste serviciile de urgentd. Ce
dotari lipsesc de la nivelul SMURD
Bihor pentru a le putea face fata?

Partea de formare va fi in perma-
nenta o provocare. Va trebui sa
gasim resurse in mod continuu. Pe
partea operativa mai sunt lucruri
de care avem nevoie, si aici vine al
doilea proiect finantat din fonduri
transfrontaliere. Judetul Bihor be-
neficiaza de o finantare de 9 mili-
oane de euro, iar eu coordonez
activitati in valoare de aproximativ
3 milioane de euro. Vorbim aici de
un sistem de conectare a tuturor
spitalelor din judetul Bihor pentru
transmiterea si stocarea de infor-
matii in comun. Adica, daca fac o ra-

e
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diografie la Oradea, ea este vazuta
de medic si la Beius, si la Marghi-
ta etc. In plus, va fi achizitionat un
sistem de telemedicina si aparate
de radiologie pentru toate spita-
lele mari din judet, aparate care se
pot declansa de la distanta. Dupa
evenimentele din Muntii Apuseni,
si Inca doua-trei care nu au fost
mediatizate, am ajuns la concluzia
ca avem nevoie de posibilitati de
cautare, indiferent de conditiile
meteo. De aceea, am hotarat sa
achizitionam o drona de mare ca-
pacitate, care poate fi operata de
la 50 km distanta. Ea va decola de
la Oradea si in caz de ratacire a
unui om, vom putea sa-l gasim cu
camere de termoviziune sau cu ve-
dere nocturna, de la o distanta de
4 km. Mai mult, drona va permite
pompierilor sa identifice surse de
incendiu. Ridic drona, care devine
releu, ea capteaza orice semnal, il
directioneaza catre autospeciala,
care apoi il distribuie la toti salva-
torii pe o raza de un kilometru.

Ce provocari aveti zi de zi la UPU
Oradea?

Suntem intr-o situatie oarecum mai
fericita, desi suntem al cincilea spi-
tal din tara ca numar de prezentari
pezilaurgente. Anul trecutam avut
cam 120.000 de pacienti, insa ne

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extindem, cu ajutorul unui proiect
finantat de Banca Mondiala. Marim
Unitatea de Primiri Urgente si efi-
cientizam configurarea spatiilor.
Am ales un concept mai eficient, in
care spatiile active sunt dispuse pe
principiul foilor de ceapa. Adica, pa-
cientul ajunge n mijloc, iar in jurul
lui sunt amplasate toate resursele.
Mai mult, suntem primul spital din
tara care a introdus mediculin triaj.

Bihar megye egy 9
millio eurdos tamogatas kedvez-
ményezettje, az altalam iranyi-
tott tevékenységek Osszértéke
pedig koriilbelil 3 millio euro.

BILATERAL TECHNICAL
MEETINGS

In February 2019 and March 2020,
the management structures of
the Interreg V-A Romania-Hungary
Programme met to have technical
discussions on key subjects for

LOCAL
WORKSHOPS

More than 180 representatives of
eligible institutions and organiza-
tions from the cross-border area
took part in bilateral workshops
organized during July-August
2019, in the towns of Timisoara
and Arad (Romania) and Nyiregy-
haza and Debrecen (Hungary) re-
spectively. The purpose of these
workshops was both to inform the
most relevant stakeholders in the
eligible area on the new EU Cohe-
sion Policy, as well as to identify
their common needs and priori-
ties.

SETTING-UP THE JOINT
PROGRAMMING COMMITTEE
(JPC) AND ORGANIZING

ITS FIRST MEETING

In November 2019, the first meet-
ing of the Joint Programming Com-
mittee (JPC) took place in Nyir-
egyhaza (Hungary). This is the
structure responsible for strategic
programming and planning of the
Interreg Programme between Ro-
mania and Hungary for 2021-2027.
The Committee consists of repre-
sentatives of relevant institutions
from both countries, at central,
as well as at regional level, and
it also includes organizations re-
presenting the civil society. The
representative of the European
Commission who attended this
meeting expressed her appreci-
ation towards the progress made
in terms of preparation of the new

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Programme, compared to other
similar programmes.

The meeting put a number of key
issues on the agenda, namely the
role of the Joint Programming
Committee, its responsibilities
and the indicative schedule for the
programming process. Also, the
draft Regulations on the European
Union Cohesion Policy for the 2021-
2027 period were presented and
discussed.
