Thus, the Interreg V-A Romania-

funds amounting to 40.3 million EUR
from ERDF, within Priority Axis 1,
Investment Priority 6/c, for projects
aimed at conservation, protection,
promotion and development of
natural and cultural heritage.
The first open Call for proposals
finances 11 projects associated to
the Investment Priority 6/c, with an
ERDF budget exceeding 14.6 million
EUR. The balance up to the amount
of 40.3 million EUR is awarded
to three projects of strategic
importance, within the restricted
Call for strategic projects.

As regards the 11 above-mentioned
projects, these support activities
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aimed at conservation, protection
and development of natural values
within the border area, saving
diversity, improvement of the
conservation status for protected
natural parks and areas, designing
thematic routes as well as
investments in sustainable
tourist infrastructure. The
projects also entail designing
studies, strategies and
plans, educational
actions on envi-
ronmental  pro-
tection and
awareness-rai-
sing campaigns, es-
tablishment of cross-
border platforms and
networks aimed at saving the
joint natural heritage, actions
forimprovement of accessibility to
natural heritage, as well as using
materials on digital support in
education, documentaries, tourism
and games, in order to promote
creative industries.

Due to these initiatives - among
which 7 are currently undergoing
the implementation phase, while 4
have already been finalized - more
than 108,000 hectares of land will
acquire a higher conservation
status. Moreover, another outcome
is to be indicated by an increased
number of visits paid to the
objectives that had benefited from
such funding, with approximately
86,000 more visits.

\EII Any community must look
forward to the future with trust,

while honouring their past. The
natural and cultural heritage of
a country is the promise made to
those who will follow us. This is the
lesson learnt together by Romania
and Hungary!

The Arboretum of Szarvas represents
the pride of the inhabitants from
entire Békés county. The impressive
public garden, established by the
Bolza family at the end of the 19th
century, has been the host of more
than 1,600 species of rare ligneous
plants. Such an important heritage
requires care and huge efforts,
as this is an endeavour to protect
and preserve a natural heritage
without equivalent in Hungary.
However, such beauties of nature
may never be kept far from the eyes
of the beholders; therefore, the
true challenge emerges when you

wish to make the most of the tourist
potential of the garden.

Placed in the care of Hungarian
University of Agriculture and Life
Sciences, the Arboretum of Szarvas
has become even more attractive
for the visitors. The tourists are
now enjoying new and educational
experiences in the garden, due to
the implementation of a project
financed through the Interreg V-A
Romania-Hungary Programme.

“The Greening Footprints project
represented a start of something
new, and contributed to achieving
our ambition of expanding the
experiences provided to the visitors,
by increasing their attractiveness
for various age and interest groups.
Honouring the spirit of active
tourism, the Bolza Mariette thematic
walking path was born, with a length
of 2.5 km, where we can follow the

history of the late countess, through
a number of information panels.
The most significant element of the
investment financed through the
Programme is the design of a space
reserved for meditation, which is
connected to an event space, an
ecological playground and a Biblical
garden, including spices and herbs”,
stated Dr. Hanyecz Katalin, the
director of the arboretum.

130kilometrestothe East,inRomania,
we find the same concern for the
conservation of natural heritage and
for making use of it in a sustainable
manner. In Oradea, the Roman
Catholic Diocese had an important
and necessary intervention within
the “Baroque Palace Dendrological
Park”, as a result of the partnership
with the Hungarian University of
Agriculture and Life Sciences. The
alleys and the amphitheatre were
refurbished, a meditation space

was set up, the elements of urban
furniture were replaced, while the
shrubs and trees in the park were
brought into the spotlight.

“During the rehabilitation works,
through carefully planned cutting
and grooming, the original structure
of the garden was highlighted,
special attention being paid to rare
and valuable species. In the area
between the western side of the
Roman-Catholic Cathedral and the
northern side of the Bishop Palace,
a garden that existed here since the
beginning of the Baroque building,
with benches and arched alleys, has
been rearranged. The trees in this
area are not exactly century-old;
however, they represent rare and
valuable species” told us Mr. Matuz
Zsolt, project coordinator.

The Baroque Palace Dendrological
Park in Oradea is the largest
Baroque structure in the country.
In order to preserve, care and
develop the natural heritage, the
representatives of the Diocese have
made good use of the experience
gathered by the Hungarian partner.
The two institutions aim to
cooperateinordertojointly promote
the heritage-related objectives.
This project also promotes active
leisure, as the target is to increase
the number of visitors within the
area of cooperation, by more than
20,000 persons a yeatr.

A természeti 0rokség megodvasa,
gondozasa és fejlesztése érde-
kében a Piispokség képviseléi a
magyar partner tapasztalataira
tamaszkodtak. Tovabba, a két
intézmény egylittmikodési szan-
dékat fejezte ki az orokségvédelem
célkitlizéseinek kozos népszerisitése
érdekében is. A projekt révén
elésegitik a szabadidé tevékeny
eltoltését is, amelynek célja a
latogatok szamanak novelése az
egyittmikodési teriileten, évente
tébb mint 20.000 fével.

\31] In the modern age, the human
intervention into the natural habitat
of a number of species has become
more visible. This is the reason why
measures regarding restoration
of the balance have to be taken as
soon as possible.

In Romania and Hungary, the
issue of conservation of natural
habitats and protected species
is of great interest, and the proof
is the close cooperation between
the two states in implementing
such projects. The Hortobagyi
National Park Directorate and
the Transylvanian Carpathia
Society in Satu Mare have been
cooperating for the past 15 years
in the area of conservation and
sustainable promotion of natural
heritage. The two organisations

together managed to obtain funds
amounting to 547,195.57 EUR from
the ERDF, in the frame of Interreg
V-A Romania-Hungary Programme,
for the design of a joint action plan
that aims to implement measures
to conserve forested wetlands, as
well to develop the information
infrastructure, for the benefit of
tourists and local communities.

The partners intended to monitor
wild animals in protected natural
areas on the lower course of Tur
River and the improvement of the
conservation status for habitats
and species.

Withinthe project, artificialshelters
for bats were purchased and placed
in the forests of the protected
natural areas, on both sides of the
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border. Altogether, a number of 245
artificial shelters were installed in
39 locations. In this way, protection
against harmful insects is ensured
for 432.75 hectares of forest. “The
most important achievement of the
project was to design a joint action
plan for conservation of natural
values within the protected areas
of the border region. The project
activities started with a workshop,
where the researchers involved

by the partner organizations
elaborated a joint methodology for
taking inventory and evaluating the
main types of protected species in
the project area”, stated Mr. Janos
Mark-Nagy, the President of the
Transylvanian Carpathia Society.

An important aspect taken into
account was to increase  the
level of tourist attractiveness
in the protected areas, so that,
through the project, the partners
have developed an application
for smartphones, have placed
interactive information kiosks in
the tourist information centres,
have designed a web page and have
created and distributed information
materials. “A notable result of
the project is the collection of
important data based on biotic
indices, with the support of a joint
methodology. Besides the current
status of rare habitats and species,
the expertsalso presented the most
important experience gathered, the
threats and tasks to be dealt with.
Moreover, we have defined short,
medium and long-term action
plans to mitigate the adverse
effects” states Dr. Kovacs Zita, the
Head of Hortobagyi National Park
Directorate.

The two organizations are looking
for new opportunities of cooperation
in the field of research of protected
habitats and species but also for
implementing specific interventions
aimed at improving the conservation
status for habitats and species.
According to the Romanian partner,
the next project financed from EU
funds could be one focused on
populating the waters with fish from
indigenous species, in those areas
that are still confronted with a deficit.

\ED The area between the Koros-
Maros National Park and Crisul

Repede Canyon represents a
paradise on Earth placed at the
Romanian-Hungarian border. The
area is filled with natural attractions
and unique habitats, some of them
placed under the Natura 2000
network protection. Thus, any
habitat-related intervention must
be performed in a coordinated
way, with the involvement of both
neighbouring countries.

Romania and Hungary share the
same vision in terms of conservation
of natural habitats and promoting
a sustainable tourism. The two
countries host some of the last
wild, unspoiled places in Europe.
As they want to show respect to
such beautiful natural assets, the
authorities ofthe two countries make
efforts so that the interventions in
these areas are kept to a minimum.
The biggest challenge is to preserve
an environmental balance in the
frequently visited natural reserves,
and the Koros-Maros National Park,
together with the Crisul Repede
Canyon are two popular places to
welcome tourists.

Three organizations from Romania
and Hungary have worked together
to develop a cross-border system
for protecting the natural values
in the above-mentioned natural
areas. The representatives of the
“Don Orione” Beneficence Charity
Society in Oradea, the Békés County
Chamber of Commerce and Industry
and the Koros-Maros National Park
Directorate strongly believe in the
values that brought them together
in a project financed through the
Interreg  V-A  Romania-Hungary
Programme. “Our project will result
in a change in the tourists’ mindset,
associated with both cherishing
natural heritage, as well as with
leisure” is the opinion of Mr. Mihai
Fecheta, the President of the “Don
Orione” Beneficence Charity Society.
The project has financed creation
of thematic and educational routes,
training  sessions, conservation
work for protected species and the
elimination of invasive species, but
also the construction of buildings for
environmental education.

TheRomanian partnerbuiltintheZece

Hotare village, Suncuius commune, a
tourist refuge for visitors who arrive
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here to admire the beauties of the
place. The refuge, which is called
“Belvedere”, is equipped with a high
ground observation point, providing
a panoramic view of the area. The
project representatives say the end
of the COVID-19 pandemic will have
a major impact on tourism in the
cross-border area. At the same time,
on this occasion it will be possible
to organize educational programs
for children and young people on
biodiversity and nature protection.

On the other side of the border,
specific  measures have been
taken to improve the status of the
protected area. “Human intervention
has had a strong influence on
habitats, including the floodplain
meadows. These have been changed
and depleted due to the structural
change of agriculture and the
spread of invasive flora species.
The project is fighting against these
negative processes by confining the
most typical invasive plants, hence
improving the status of habitats
and increasing the biodiversity and
the socio-economical advantages
offered by the region. These results
not only help preserving the

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landscape, but also create touristic
value”, stated Géza Molnar, Project
Manager for the Koros-Maros
National Park Directorate.

Within this project, the Koros-
Maros National Park Directorate
has accessed funds required for
developing both the environmental
educational facilities in the Koros
Valley Zoo, and the existing thematic
trail. In parallel, a Tourist Information
Point was modernized in Békéscsaba
under the coordination of the Békés
County Chamber of Commerce and
Industry.

Which do you estimate to be the
long-termimpactoftheinvestments
made through the Interreg V-A
Romania-Hungary Programme
within your project, in order to
conserve the natural heritage?

Mihai Fecheta: The project ROHU7
“Commonchallengesandcooperation
for the management of cross-border
natural heritage” does not only focus
on infrastructure development. The
vision of the three partners was to
create an integrated destination
for eco-tourism in the Padurea
Craiului - Crisul Repede Canyon
(www.padureacraiului.ro) and the
Korés-Maros National Park (http://
www.kmnp.hu/hu/). As a result of
developing tourism infrastructure
and of a proper management, we
expect a serious rise in the number
of tourist visits. The Korés-Maros
National Park Directorate, one of
the two Hungarian project partners,
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INTERVIEW WITH MR. MIHAI FECHETA, PRESIDENT OF “DON ORIONE” BENEFICENCE CHARITY SOCIETY IN ORADEA AND
PROF. DR. CSABA GYURICZA, ACTING RECTOR OF HUNGARIAN UNIVERSITY OF AGRICULTURE AND LIFE SCIENCES IN HUNGARY

“We must be fully aware of the fact
that many of the natural resources
- surrounding us are limited”

may already boast itself with a
significant rise in the number of
visitors, from 20,000 people in 2016,
to 45,000 persons in 2019. Also, as
the educational activities would be
resuming, after the end of the SARS-
CoV-2 pandemic, a major impact
over tourism in the cross-border
area targeted by the project will
be achieved by initiatives such as
nature-based education, education
aimed at nature conservation
and  environmental protection.
In the long run, the project will
have a positive influence on the
willingness of families and children,
especially, to visit the Zece Hotare
area, respectively the Kords-Maros
National Park, and to participate in
various activities in this protected
natural sites. A new mindset and a
better knowledge of the target area
of the project will have a significant
positive impact in terms of natural
heritage conservation.

Prof. Dr. Csaba Gyuricza: Among the
main achievements of the project
ROHU 35 “Greening Footprints”, one
has to account for the investments
in the development of habitats.
Theseinfrastructuralimprovements
contributed to creating a green
corridor between the protected
natural areas and the urban flora,
thus allowing an interoperability
for organisms living or appearing
in the immediate vicinity of the
implementation locations. As a
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result, we can expect an increase
in the biodiversity of these areas,
which also serves as a monitoring
tool to measure the impact of the
developments implemented in the
Arboretum of Szarvas.

How big is the challenge of
intervening in the natural habitat
without destroying what you
actually want to protect?

Mihai Fecheta: The development
of tourism aimed at promoting
the beauty of protected natural
sites and the development of
social-economic activities within
the protected natural areas has
become a subject of concern for
the project partners. The ROHU7
project aims to deliver new tourist
attractions that generate a minimal
impact on natural heritage. The
investments and related activities
are environmentally friendly and
have resulted in no damage to bio-
diversity, even if, in the case of the
investment made in the Zece Hotare
area, areal challenge was to identify
building solutions adapted to the
local geography and biodiversity
specific to the area. On the contrary,
this investment is remarkable
due to its special architecture,
perfectly integrated and adapted
to the location and due to the
environmentally friendly heating
solutions, ensuring an ecological
exploitation of the building. Besides

the key investment (building a
Tourist Centre forvisitorsin Szarvas,
Békés county), the Hungarian
partner, Koros-Maros National Park
Directorate has implemented a
number of solutions for protection
and improvement of meadows
in the protected area of Koros-
Szentes, Csongrad-Csanad county,
and a number of active solutions for
elimination of invasive species from
the Korés-Gyomaendréd protected
area in Békés county. Moreover, the
broad experience of this partner
and the wide-scale nature of the
activities organized for the benefit
of the protected area of the Koros-
Maros National Park allowed for the
partner to deliver interventions in
the natural habitatthat he manages,
without destroyingit, but protecting
it, instead. Thus, we believe
that this project has raised the
standards in terms of interest and
care towards the natural heritage in
the cross-border are and beyond, as
we should not forget how important
itisto maintain a long-term balance
between the identity of this natural
legacy and our identity as society as
intermediate beneficiaries.

Prof. Dr. Csaba Gyuricza: The
investments included a number of
buildings and structures able to
support tourism in the area, which
were designed in a way so that
their placement and style impose
the least damage possible on the

natural environment. Similar human
activities took place inthose areasin
the pastaswell,and the construction
site occupied a minimum of space
during the works. The materials
were used up immediately, almost
without any need for storage, while
the transport was organized across
pre-designated routes. In the
case of activities aimed at habitat
development, we made sure to adapt
to the existing landscape and the
original features of the area. Based
onthedatacollected duringthe post-
intervention monitoring activity,
the identification of changes will
become possible, and we forecast
a positive shift due to the proximity
of connected natural areas. The
conclusions of the monitoring
observations may eventually modify
the maintenance works.

All these investments, made both
for the conservation of the natural
heritage and for its enhancement,
require a future contribution from
thevisitors (final beneficiaries of the
project), consisting in respecting
the facilities created by you in
these areas. How do you intend to
bring this to their attention?

Mihai Fecheta: Education on
protection of natural heritage for
young people as well as adults
represents the key instrument
that we will be using in the future
so that we can make sure that the
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facilities in place are protected in
the long run. Many of the activities
organized through the project, such
as the courses for children and
young people on environmental
protection, actions undertaken
in various geographic areas for
cleaning purposes or covering
thematic routes in nature, have a
significant multiplying potential; as
such, they will provide us with the
opportunity to interact with the
public, so that they get acquainted
with the newly created facilities
and the responsibilities associated
with protection of the latter. Also,
each of the three project partners
has already assigned staff that are
tasked with maintenance and safety
of these three investments. We will
continue the activity of designing
information materials to promote
these new facilities, as well as the
conditions in which the general
public may benefit from them.

Prof. Dr. Csaba Gyuricza: The
visitors will be guided by trained
professionals through the
infrastructural elements of the
project. These experts have many
years of experience in the field, and
thus will be able to properly educate
the tourists about the appropriate
behaviour and discipline that must
be exerted during their visit to
the area. The current routes are
always adapted to the conditions
provided by the habitat, for
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example, by avoiding the populated
nests during the breeding season.
We also provide information on
the natural values of the area
through information panels, and
we organize camps and workshops
for  environmental education,
dedicating a key role to the topic of
environmental awareness.

\E Care estimati ca este impactul
pe termen lung al investitiilor
pentru conservarea patrimoniului
natural, realizate in cadrul
proiectului pe care l-ati derulat prin
Programul Interreg V-A Romania-
Ungaria?

Mihai Fecheta: Proiectul ROHU7
“Provocare comuna si cooperare
pentru managementul patrimoniu-
lui natural transfrontalier” nu
este axat doar pe dezvoltarea
infrastructurii. Viziunea celor trei
parteneri a fost de a crea un turism
integrat in destinatia de eco-turism
Padurea Craiului-Defileul Crisului
Repede (www.padureacraiului.ro)
si Parcul National Kords-Maros
(http://www.kmnp.hu/hu/). Ca
urmare a dezvoltarii infrastructurii
turistice si a unui management
corect, ne asteptam la o crestere
insemnata a numarului de vizite
din partea turistilor. De altfel,
Directia Parcului National Koros-
Maros, unul dintre cei doi parteneri
maghiari de proiect, se poate lauda
deja cu o crestere semnificativa a
numarului de vizitatori, de la 20.000
de persoane in anul 2016, la 45.000
de persoane in 2019. De asemenea,
in conditiile repornirii activitatilor
educative, dupa terminarea
pandemiei de SARS-CoV-2, un
impact major asupra turismului
in zona transfrontaliera vizata de
proiect vor avea initiativele de tip
educatie in natura, educatie pentru
conservarea naturii si  pentru
protectia mediului. Pe termen lung,
proiectul va influenta Tntr-un mod
pozitiv deschiderea familiilor si a
copiilor, in mod special, pentru a
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vizita zona Zece Hotare, respectiv
cea a Parcului National Koros-
Maros, si de a participa la diverse
activitati Tn acest areal de natura
protejata. O mentalitate schimbata
si 0 mai buna cunoastere a zonei
tinta in care s-a implementat
proiectul vor avea un impact pozitiv
semnificativ Tn ceea ce priveste
conservarea patrimoniului natural.

Prof. Dr. Csaba Gyuricza: Printre
principalele realizari ale proiectului
ROHU 35 ,Greening Footprints”
trebuie sa enumeram investitiile
in dezvoltarea habitatelor. Aceste
imbunatatiri de infrastructura au
contribuit la crearea unui coridor
verde intre ariile naturale protejate
si flora urbana, permitand astfel
o interoperabilitate pentru
organismele care traiesc sau apar
in imediata vecinatate a locurilor
de implementare. Ca urmare,
ne putem astepta la o crestere
a biodiversitatii acestor zone,
care serveste si ca instrument
de monitorizare pentru a masura
impactul investitiilor implementate
in Arboretul din Szarvas.

Cat de mare este provocarea de
a interveni la nivelul habitatului
natural fara a distruge ceea ce, de
fapt, vrei sa protejezi?

Mihai Fecheta: Dezvoltarea
turismului care vizeaza frumusetea
naturii protejate si dezvoltarea
activitatilor socio-economice 1in
zona de natura protejata este un
subiect devenit preocupare pentru
partenerii de proiect. Proiectul
ROHU7 propune o serie de noi
atractii turistice cu impact minim
asupra  patrimoniului  natural.
Investitiile si activitatile conexe
derulate sunt prietenoase cu mediul
si nu au adus niciun prejudiciu
biodiversitatii, chiar daca, in cazul
investitiei din localitatea Zece
Hotare, a fost o reala provocare
sa gasim solutii constructive,
adaptate geografiei terenului si
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biodiversitatii  specifice  zonei.
Dimpotriva, aceasta investitie se
remarca prin arhitectura speciala,
perfect integrata si adaptata
locatiei si prin solutiile de asigurare
a confortului termic, prietenoase
cu mediul, asigurand, astfel, o
exploatare ecologicd a cladirii. Tn
acelasi timp, partenerul maghiar
Directia Parcului National Koros-
Maros a implementat, pe langa
investitia de baza (construirea unui
Centru turistic pentru vizitatori
in Szarvas, judetul Békés), solutii
de protejare si Tmbunatatire a
pajistilor din zona protejata Koros-
Szentes, judetul Csongrad-Csanad,
si solutii active de eliminare
a speciilor invazive din zona
protejata K6rds-Gyomaendréd,
judetul Békes. De altfel, experienta
indelungata a acestui partener si
anvergura activitatilor derulate n
beneficiul ariei protejate a Parcului
National Koros-Maros au permis ca
acesta sa poata interveni la nivelul
habitatului natural aflat in custodia
sa, fara a-l distruge, ci, dimpotriva,
pentru a-l imbunatati. Asadar,
credem ca prin acest proiect am
ridicat stacheta in ceea ce priveste
interesul si grija pe care trebuie sa
le aratam patrimoniului natural din
zona transfrontaliera si nu numai,
neuitand cat de important este sa
mentinem un echilibru pe termen
lung intre identitatea acestei
mosteniri naturale si identitatea
noastra ca societate si beneficiari
intermediari ai ei.

Prof. Dr. Csaba Gyuricza: Investitiile
au inclus constructia unor cladiri
si structuri  menite sa sustina
turismul Tn zona, care, atat din
punct de vedere al amplasarii,
cat si al aspectului lor, au putut fi
proiectate in asa fel incat mediul
natural sa fie cat mai putin posibil
afectat. Activitati similare au avut
loc Tn zonele respective si in trecut,
iar organizarea santierului a fost
executata ocupand minimum de
suprafata in timpul lucrarilor.

Materialele de constructie au
fost folosite imediat, aproape
fara sa fie nevoie de depozitare,
in timp ce transportul a fost
organizat pe rute prestabilite. n
privinta activitatilor care au vizat
dezvoltarea habitatului, ne-am
asigurat ca ne adaptam la formele
de relief si la caracteristicile
originale ale zonei. Pe baza datelor
colectate Tn timpul activitatii de
monitorizare post-interventie, va fi
posibila identificarea modificarilor
in starea habitatelor si a speciilor.
Apreciem ca aceste schimbari vor
fi pozitive, datorita proximitatii cu
arii naturale conexe. Concluziile
trase din observatii pot modifica in
consecinta lucrarile de intretinere.

Toate aceste investitii, realizate
atat pentru conservarea
patrimoniului  natural, cat si
pentru punerea lui in valoare,
necesita o contributie viitoare din
partea vizitatorilor (beneficiarii
finali ai proiectului), constand in
respectarea facilitatilor create
de catre dumneavoastra in aceste
areale. Cum intentionati sa aduceti
in atentia lor acest aspect?

Mihai Fecheta: Educarea n favoarea
protejarii patrimoniului natural,
atat a tinerilor, cat si a adultilor,
este principalul instrument pe care
il vom utiliza in viitor pentru a ne
asigura de protejarea pe termen
lung a facilitatilor create. Multe
dintre activitatile derulate prin
proiect, cum sunt cursurile pentru
copii si tineri privind protectia
mediului, actiunile de igienizare a
diverselor areale geografice sau
parcurgerea de rute tematice Tn
naturd, au un potential semnificativ
de replicare si, ca atare, ne vor oferi
oportunitatea de a interactiona cu
publicul, in vederea familiarizarii
acestuia cu noile facilitati create
si cu responsabilitatile privind
protejarea acestora. De asemenea,
fiecare dintre cei trei parteneri de
proiect a desemnat deja personal
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cu atributii Tn mentenanta si
siguranta celor trei investitii. Vom
continua activitatea de creare de
materiale informative, prin care
vom promova aceste noi facilitati,
precum si conditiile Tn care publicul
larg beneficiaza de ele.

Prof. Dr. Csaba Gyuricza: in
timpul  prezentarii investitiilor
implementate prin proiect, vizitatorii
vor fi indrumati de profesionisti
instruiti, cu multi ani de experienta
in domeniu. Acestia vor putea sa
educe publicul in mod corespunzator
si sa insufle comportamentul
disciplinat, asteptat din partea celor
care viziteaza si exploreaza aceasta
zona. In plus, traseele actuale sunt
continuu adaptate conditiilor date
de habitat, de exemplu prin evitarea
cuiburilor locuite Tn timpul sezonului
de incubatie. De asemenea, oferim
informatii despre valorile naturale
ale zonei prin intermediul panourilor
informative,  precum si  prin
organizarea taberelor si a atelierelor
de educatie ecologica, unde Tn prim-
plan se afla sensibilizarea cu privire
la problemele de mediu.

Mihai Fecheta: A ,Koz6s kihivas és
egylittm(kodés a hatarokon atnyilo
természeti orokség kezelésére”
cimi  ROHU7 projekt nem csak
az infrastruktira  fejlesztésére
Osszpontosit. A harom partner
elképzelése az volt, hogy a Kiray-
erd6 - Sebes Kords szurdokvolgy
(www.padureacraiului.ro) és a
Koros-Maros Nemzeti Park (http://
www.kmnp.hu/hu) okoturisztikai
szempontbol integralt  aticella
valjon. A turisztikai infrastruktira
fejlesztése és a  megfeleld
menedzsment eredményeként a
turistaként idelatogatdo vendégek
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szamanak jelent6s ndvekedésére
szamitunk.  Valojaban, a  két
magyar  projektpartner  egyike,
a Kords-Maros Nemzeti Park
Igazgatosag mar most is jelentds
éves latogatoszam-novekedeéssel
biiszkélkedhet, a 2016. évi 20 ezerr6l
2019-re 45 ezerre nétt a turistak
szama. Emellett, a SARS-CoV-2
jarvany végét kovetden az oktatasi
tevékenységek (Qjrainditasa soran
a projekt altal megcélzott, hataron
atnyaloé turizmusra jelent6s hatassal
lesznek az olyan kezdeményezések,
mint példaul a természetben valo
oktatas, valamint a természet- és a
kornyezetvédelem oktatasa.

Mihai Fecheta: A természetvédelmi
terliletek szépségét népszerdsitd
turizmus fejlesztése és a védett
teriileteken torténé tarsadalmi-
gazdasagi tevékenységek
lebonyolitasa egyre jobban
foglalkoztatja a projektpartnereket.
A ROHU7 projekt egy sor olyan ij
turisztikai  latvanyossagot kinal,
mely  minimalisan  befolyasolja
a természeti oOrokségi teriiletet.
A beruhazasok és a kapcsolodo
tevékenységek kornyezetbarat
modon  valosultak meg, nem
karositottak a biologiai sokféleséget
még a révtizfalvi  beruhazas
esetében sem, ahol valodi kihivast
jelentett a teriilet foldrajzahoz és
a teriiletre jellemz6 biodiverzitas
meglrzéséhez igazodd konstruktiv
megoldasok megtalalasa. Eppen

Tovabba, e partner sokéves
tapasztalata és a Koros-Maros
Nemzeti Park természetvédelmi
teriilete érdekében végzett
nagyszabasi tevékenységei
lehet6vé tették szamara, hogy a
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fenntartasa ala tartozo természetes
éléhely mikodésébe beavatkozzon
anélkiil, hogy karositana azt, sét
javitva annak allapotat. Ezért
Ugy gondoljuk, hogy e projekt
révén sikeriilt a hataron atnyadlo
természeti 6rokség irant tandsitott
érdeklodést és gondoskodast a
figyelem kozéppontjaba helyezni
ugy, hogy kozben arrol sem
feledkeziink meg, mennyire fontos
e természeti orokség és a sajat
tarsadalmi identitasunk - mint
koztes ,haszonélvez6k” - kozotti
egyensily hosszi tava fenntartasa.

Prof. Dr. Gyuricza Csaba A
beruhazasok kozott a térseg
idegenforgalmat segit6 épiletek
és eépitmények is  késziiltek,
amelyeket mind elhelyezésiikben,
mind megjelenésiikben sikerilt oly
modon kialakitani, hogy a termeészeti
kornyezet a lehet6 legkisebb
mértékban sériljon. Az érintett
terlileteken mar korabban is hasonlo
emberi tevékenységek folytak, a
munka soran pedig az épitési teriilet
minimalis terliletfoglalassal zajlott.
Az anyagok rogton beépitésre
keriiltek, alig volt tarolas, a szallitas
kijelolt Gtvonalakon haladt. Az
élohelyfejlesztési  tevékenységek
esetében a tevékenység az eredeti
felszinformakhoz és tarsulasokhoz
igazodott. A beavatkozasok utani
monitoring tevékenység adataibol
lehet majd  kovetkeztetni a
valtozasokra, amit a kapcsolodo
természetkozeli teriiletek megléte
miatt pozitivnak becsiiliink.

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Mihai Fecheta: A fiatalok és
felnottek  természeti  Grokség
védelmére iranyuld oktatasa a
fo eszkdz, amelyet a létrehozott
létesitmények hosszi tava
védelmének biztositasara a
jovében  felhasznalhatunk. A
projekt keretében végrehajtott
tevékenységek koziil tobb
is, példaul a gyermekeknek
és fiataloknak szolo  kornye-
zetvédelemi temaja tanfo-
lyamok, a kilonféele foldrajzi
teriiletek tisztitasara iranyulo
tevékenységek vagy a
természetben torténd tematikus
Gtvonalak kijeldlése, jelentds
multiplikalé hatassal birnak; és
mintilyenek, biztositjakszamunkra
akozonseggelvalokapcsolattartas
lehetéségét annak érdekében,
hogy megismertessik veluk az
Gjonnan kialakitott lehetéségeket,
valamint az utobbiak
megovasanak felel6sségét.

Prof. Dr. Gyuricza Csaba A projekt
tamogatasaval megvalosult
fejlesztések  bemutatasakor a
latogatokat képzett szakemberek
vezetik, akik tobb éves
munkatapasztalatukkal at tudjak
adniaztafegyelmezettviselkedést,
amellyel e teriiletek bejarhatok.
Az aktualis Gtvonalak mindig
az adott élbhelyi feltételekhez
igazodnak, pl. koltési idészakban
a kolléegak altal jol ismert, lakott
fészkek elkeriilesével.

In 2019, a Programming Committee
was established, with the aim to
ensure the quality and efficiency
of preparation and the adoption
of the future Programme, for the
2021-2027 programming period. The
Committee comprises delegates
from the two Partner States - on
behalf of local, regional and central
levels - i.e., the representatives
of the Romanian and Hungarian
ministries,theeightCountyCouncils,
NGOs, representatives of academic
environment, etc. The Programming
Committee is also supported by
the presence of the European
Commission as an observer. Up until
now, important steps have been
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made for the preparation of the
future Programme. In the context
of the programming process, a
meeting between the structures of
the Interreg V-A Romania-Hungary
Programme was organized in Gyula,
on March 3rd 2020, to brainstorm
and discuss technicalities, followed,
due to the pandemic, by a series of
five online technical meetings.

To help draftthe new Programme, the
Managing Authority of the Interreg
V-A Romania-Hungary Programme
involved external expertise in
June 2020 and, shortly after the
conclusion of the service contract,
held a kick-off meeting (July 15th)

on the methodology of the contract
implementation.

Besides the information gathered
already during the first survey
and series of workshops, a second
online survey was conducted in July,
to screen the interest towards the
future Programme, which resulted
in obtaining answers to questions
on Policy Objectives, project ideas,
related budget and partnerships
from more than 100 respondents.

To obtain an even more
comprehensive image of the real
needs in the cooperation area, six
online consultation workshops
were organized, between 19 - 23
October, in the context of finalizing
the Territorial Analysis. More than
160  participants, representing
local and regional authorities,
public institutions and NGOs
from the eight counties as well
as relevant central authorities in
both partner countries - acting
in different fields such as public
administration, environmental
protection, transport, education,
healthcare, economic and academic
environment - attended these
workshops and provided valuable
qualitative information for the
programming experts.

As a continuation of the above
activities, to further support the
programming exercise, three online
technical meetings - with the
attendance of external experts,
the Managing Authority of the
Programme for the period 2014
- 2020, the Hungarian National
Authority 2014-2020, the Széchenyi
Programme Office and the Joint
Secretariat - were held on October
30th and December 14th 2020,
respectively on January 12th 2021.
In addition, the Programming
Committee has constantly been
informed on the progress made and
adopted 4 Decisions supporting the
programming process. The past few

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months brought about significant
progress, namely the Territorial
Analysisbeingfinalized and approved
by the Programming Committee. The
new Interreg Programme between
Romania and Hungary is currently
planned to be submitted to the
European Commission for approval
by the last quarter of 2021.

management si implementare ale
Programului Interreg V-A Romania-
Ungaria, pregatirea noului Program
Interreg dintre cele doua state
partenere, pentru perioada 2021-
2027, ramane o prioritate in anul
2021. Autoritatea de Management
a Programului pentru perioada
2014 - 2020, Autoritatea Nationala
din Ungaria pentru 2014-2020,
Biroul Programului Széchenyi si
Secretariatul Comun sunt pe deplin
implicate in acest proces si lucreaza
impreuna pentru a atinge acest
obiectiv. Elaborarea noului Program
Interreg, precum si a documentelor
aferente acestuia, este sustinuta de
experti externi.

in 2019, a fost constituit Comitetul
de Programare, cu obiectivul de
a asigura calitatea si eficienta
pregatirii si adoptarii viitorului
Program, aferent perioadei de
programare 2021-2027. Comitetul
este compus din delegati ai
celor doua state partenere -
care reprezinta palierele locale,
regionale si centrale - precum
reprezentantii  ministerelor din
Romania si Ungaria, ai celor opt
consilii judetene, ai ONG-urilor,
reprezentanti ai mediului academic
etc. Comitetul de programare
beneficiaza, de asemenea, de
prezenta  Comisiei Europene,
in calitate de observator. Pana
in prezent, au fost facuti pasi
importanti  pentru  pregatirea
viitorului  Program. Astfel, 1in
contextul procesuluide programare,
a fost organizata o intalnire intre
structurile Programului Interreg V-A
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Romania-Ungaria, la Gyula, in data
de 3 martie 2020, pentru a discuta
pe marginea aspectelor tehnice,
urmatad, din cauza situatiei generate
de pandemie, de o serie de cinci
intalniri tehnice desfasurate online.

Pentru a contribui la elaborarea
noului Program, 1in iunie 2020,
Autoritatea de Management a
Programului Interreg V-A Romania-
Ungaria a achizitionat expertiza
externa si, la scurt timp dupa
semnarea contractului de servicii, a
organizat o intalnire initiala (la data
de 15 iulie), pe tema metodologiei
de implementare a contractului.
Pe langa informatiile colectate cu
ocazia primului sondaj si a primei
serii de ateliere de lucru, un al doilea
sondaj online a fost realizat in luna
iulie, pentru a identifica domeniile
de interes pentru viitorul Program,
fapt care a condus la obtinerea a
peste 100 de raspunsuri la Tntrebari
privind obiectivele de politica,
idei de proiect, bugete aferente si
parteneriate.

Totodatad, pentru a obtine o imagine
mai cuprinzatoare a nevoilor
reale din zona de cooperare, au
fost organizate sase ateliere de
consultare online, intre 19 si 23
octombrie, Tn contextul finalizarii
Analizei Teritoriale. Peste 160

de  participanti, reprezentand
autoritati locale si regionale,
institutii publice si ONG-uri din cele
opt judete, precum si autoritati
centrale relevante din ambele tari
partenere - actionand in diferite

domenii  precum  administratia
publica, protectia mediului,
transport, educatie, sanatate,

mediul economic si academic - au
participat la aceste ateliere si au
oferit expertilor in programare
informatii calitative valoroase.

Ca o continuare a activitatilor
mai sus mentionate, pentru a
veni in sprijinul exercitiului de
programare, au fost organizate trei
reuniuni tehnice online, impreuna
cu expertii externi, Autoritatea de
Management a Programului pentru
perioada 2014-2020, Autoritatea
Nationala din Ungaria 2014-2020,
Biroul Programului Széchenyi si
Secretariatul Comun, la datele de
30 octombrie si 14 decembrie 2020,
respectiv la 21 ianuarie 2021.

De asemenea, Comitetul de
Programare a fost informat in
permanenta cu privire la progresul
realizat si a adoptat 4 Decizii
care vin in sprijinul procesului de
programare.
