Summary

The project ROHU-267 aimed to foster cooperation between citizens
from Madaras and Mehkerek, while creating connections that would
perpetuate common traditions and the sharing of knowledge.

The main activities implemented within the project:
e Organizing the Bakers and Pastry Festival in Madaras, including

baking contest, basketball and football seniors and juniors
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championship, iron-man competition, theatre play, folk concert and
dances;

e Organizing the Cucumbers Festival in Mehkerek, including cooking
competitions, traditional dances festival, sports competitions, iron-
man contests and agricultural forums.

e Purchasing training equipment for the teams (football shirt, blouse,
pants, goalkeeper blouse, goalkeeper pants, goalkeeper gloves,
goalkeeper shorts, football leggings, fox whistle, double action pump
yellow, training ladder)

On March 31, 2020, the project was successfully finalized.
All activities provided in the project were completed (100%).

The Programme Output Indicator is ,717/b2 Number of people
participating in cross-border cooperation initiatives”. Through the project
ROHU - 267, 200 people were involved in cross-border cooperation
initiatives.

The collaboration of the partners within this project increased the level
of intensity of cross-border cooperation between communities in
Madaras and Mehkerek. The events organized within the project are
multi-annual initiatives that will mobilize the wide participation of the 2
communities.

Main results
